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Grade Level of Achievement (GLA)  

What is GLA? 

The most  crucial part of 

communication student 

learning is to ensure a 

shared understanding 

between the current 

teacher, the student, 

the parent and the fu-

ture teacher receiving 

the information. In an 

effort to enhance this 

communication, Alberta 

Education has imple-

mented Grade Level of 

Achievement reporting.  

Grade Level of Achieve-

ment reporting involves 

teachers examining evi-

dence of learning and 

using their professional 

judgment to determine 

each student‘s level of 

achievement relative to 

learner outcomes.  

Students progress with 

their enrolled age group, 

but may be working on 

outcomes that are at a 

different level than their 

enrolled grade. Palliser 

Regional Schools‘ prac-

tice, supported by re-

search, is to promote 

students with remedia-

tion as opposed to re-

taining them at a grade 

level for a second year. 

The grade level of 

achievement enables 

the receiving teacher to 

provide a program suit-

ed to the learning needs 

of the individual stu-

dent.  

Later in June you will 

receive written confir-

mation that indicates 

your child‘s grade level 

of achievement in the 

areas of English, Lan-

guage Arts and Mathe-

matics.  

If you have any addition-

al questions, please 

don‘t hesitate to talk to 

your child‘s teacher.

Insect Bites 

At best, insect bites are annoying. At worst, they 
can be dangerous. Mosquitoes and biting flies can 
carry disease. There are several ways to avoid 
insect bites: 

Wear long pants and long-sleeved shirts        
outdoors

like standing water 

Stay inside when mosquitoes are most active: 
sunrise, sunset and early evening 

Use insect repellent containing DEET, a chemi-
cal which keeps flies and mosquitoes away
